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Pastor’s Page

We return to the Cycle B Sunday readings this week, featuring the Gospel of Mark. We
get a lesson today on the integrity of the “letter of the law” and the “spirit of the law”. They
are both important, but in context.

In the Fourth chapter of Deuteronomy, Moses exhorts Israel to observe God’s
commandments carefully, not adding to or subtracting from them. Moses 1s making a speech
summarizing the entire Book of Deuteronomy. Deuteronomy is one of the all important books
of the Pentateuch, the first five books of the Bible (with Genesis, Exodus, Leviticus and
Numbers). Deuteronomy as a whole and in particular in this passage speaks of the fundamen-
tal loyalty that is essential to Israel’s unique relationship with God. The compassion of God
does not allow Israel’s future infidelities to end the relationship that exists between God and
Israel. Obedience is the key to maintaining Israel’s relationship with God.

There is an interesting contrast between the first reading and the Gospel. Moses is
telling the people of the importance of the law that he is teaching them, that following it makes
them “wise and intelligent”. Jesus harshly criticizes the Pharisees and scribes for following the
letter of the same law! They have not however grasped the spirit of that law, so their observa-
tion of it is empty. Jesus is speaking with a new and different authority obviously from Moses.

When Jesus chastises the Pharisees, it is not for fidelity to ritual tradition, but for failing
to translate external observance into inward commitment, and then that inward commitment
back into outward charity. For Jesus, as is true in the Torah (translated law — same content as
the Pentateuch) worship, charity and justice are inseparable. Jesus wants us to understand that
our observance of law is only effective if it is linked with the proper internal disposition. At
the same time, our outward actions are important since they are a real good indicator of our
interior disposition and they have good witness value. The letter of James says we are to be
“doers of the word and not hearers only”. Our life in Christ involves a delicate balancing act in
which outward behavior is important even though ultimately it is the state of our heart that
matters to God.

We pray with Saint James today that we will be doers of the word and not hearers only.

SPONSOR GUIDELINES FOR BAPTISM/
CONFIRMATION

Church law requires that Baptism and Confirmation sponsors
themselves frequent the sacraments regularly.

When someone who does not meet that requirement is designated
as a sponsor, it is always an unpleasant (and frequently painful)
experience for the priest, the parents of the child, and most
especially for the person designated.

The reason a sponsor must be a practicing Catholic is that a
sponsor is expected to pay special attention to the efforts of the
person who is being baptized or confirmed to live a Christian life
in keeping with the teachings of the Catholic Church. In the case
of Baptism, sponsors are also expected to assist the parents of the
child in their Christian duty as parents, by offering them

support through good example, encouragement and prayer.

A sponsor should be a registered parishioner of IHM for at least 6
months. The person should also have received all the Sacraments
of Initiation: Baptism, Eucharist, Confirmation. The Sponsor must
be at least 16 years of age. The Sponsor should also participate at
Mass each Sunday. If married, the sponsor must also be in a valid
Sacramental marriage.

By issuing a Sponsor Certificate, a priest assures members of the
faithful that a person is a Catholic in good standing who is eligible
to serve as a sponsor for Baptism and/or Confirmation.

Please contact the Rectory during regular business hours to
inquire about Sponsor Certificates.
